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While busy greeting children and making 
preparations for the day, the teachers 
heard Alan, a 4-year boy, crying in the 
hallway.  Every morning, Alan cried very 
loudly and refused to come into the 
classroom from the bus.  Mrs. Hannon, 
the lead teacher, found herself becom-
ing very frustrated with Alan, and she 
told him to come to the classroom with-
out asking why he was upset.  During 
circle time, Alan repeatedly kicked his 
feet on the carpet and he did not pay 
attention as Mrs. Hannon read a story to 
the group.  Mrs. Hannon told Alan to 
stop kicking, but he continued kicking his 
feet in the air.  Exasperated, Mrs. Han-
non snapped at Alan, ñStop kicking, I 
have had enough. You are going to 
leave circle time.  Go over there and sit 
on the chair. I am going to tell your mom 
about this.ò  As Alan moved to the think-
ing chair, he began to cry.  He was very 
mad at Mrs. Hannon and wished some-
one would ñsnuggle himò instead of yell 
at him.  
 

What Are Positive Teacher-Child  
Relationships?  
 
 

In early childhood settings each moment 
that teachers and children interact is an 
opportunity to develop positive relation-
ships.  Teachers can use a variety of 
strategies to build positive relationships 
with children.  Behaviors such as listen-
ing to children, making eye contact with  

them, and engaging in many one-to-one, 
face-to-face interactions with children 
promote positive and secure teacher-
child relationships.  Talking to children 
using pleasant, calm voices and simple 
language, and greeting children warmly 
when they arrive in the classroom with 
their parents, or from the buses, helps to 
establish secure relationships between 
teachers and children.  

It is important for teachers to use devel-
opmentally and individually appropriate 
strategies that take into consideration 
childrenôs differing needs, interests, 
styles, and abilities.  For example, with 
infants and toddlers, teachers respond to 
their cries or other signs of distress.

Aloha Early Childhood Community!   
 
 

In March, I had the pleasure of visiting 
Washington DC to attend the National 
Association of Child Care Resource and 
Referral Agencies (NACCRRA) 2011 
Symposium.  As Hawaiiôs only Child 
Care Resource and Referral agency, 
PATCH was happy to represent the  
interests of our children and families and 
to partner with NACCRRA to work for 
the nationôs keiki.  
 
 

There were two days of conferencing 
prior to the day on the Hill.  Many good  
conversations occurred about quality  
child care, quality improvement rating  

scales, the cost and availability of child  
care, federal standards, income eligibil-
ity and thresholds for assistance, and 
training/monitoring of the child care 
workforce. Almost every State was rep-
resented by a Child Care Resource & 
Referral group.  Groups met in state 
caucuses and worked together with 
NACCRRA representatives to tailor mes-
sages to communicate to State Repre-
sentatives and Senators.

The Federal Budget was on everyoneôs 
mind as we discussed the need for a 
reauthorization of the Child Care and 
Development Block Grant, the primary 
Federal funding stream for child care in 
the United States.  The CCDBG was 
originally up for re-authorization in 2002, 
but has only been maintained through a 
series of extensions. NACCRRA strongly 
advocated that the 112th congress 
should conduct hearings on the condition 
of child care in the U.S., paying particular 
attention to lessons learned from military 
child care in regards to funding, require-
ments, assessment, and monitoring. 
 

I was able to make appointments to meet 
with Hawaiiôs Senator Inouye and Repre-
sentative Hirono, and also to meet legis-
lative assistants of Senator Akaka and 
Representative Hanabusa.   
 

Senator Inouye is the Chairman of the 
Senate Appropriations Committee, so I 
met with him in the Appropriations Of-
fice, where his staff greeted me with alo-
ha and was very interested in why I was 
there.  Senator Inouye himself took the 
time to meet with me, assuring me that I 
was preaching to the choir about putting 
keiki first.  
 
 
 

I met with Senator Akakaôs Legislative 
Assistant, who was very open to the ide-
as of quality, accountability, monitoring, 
and caring for the keiki.  He showed 
keen interest in hearing about the state 
of Hawaiiôs child care, and NACCRRAôs 
recommendations to reauthorize the 
CCDBG. As Senator Akaka prepares to 
retire in 2012, the Legislative Assistant 
assured me that Senator Akaka will keep 
working for our keiki and making a differ-
ence in our communities.  
 

Following that, I met with Representative 
Hanabusaôs Legislative assistant.  We 

spoke for some time about the struggles 
that our Representatives are up against  
from their colleagues on the other side of 
the aisle.  His take on it was that the 
Honorable Hanabusaôs goals are in line 
with ours, and that she would persevere 
in her efforts to affect the positive 
change for which we were advocating.  
 

In the afternoon I met Representative 
Hirono in her office at the Heart Building.  
She and her Staffer were receptive to 
the child care agenda I was there to dis-
cuss.  Every issue I brought up was well 
received and the feedback I got was 
supportive. Representative Hirono said 
that she plans to continue to fight for the 
rights of all keiki and their families who 
all deserve a good beginning.  They took 
the information I had brought for them 
and requested to be kept in the loop as 
we continue to push for making Hawaiiôs 
keiki our first priority.  
 

At the end of a long day on the Hill, it 
was heartening to have some concrete 
connections that would help our commu-
nities put keiki first.  Itôs like in prehistor-
ic times when a saber tooth tiger may 
have attacked our children: some took 
up arms to confront the threat, while oth-
ers took the children and ran and hid. 
This dynamic has ensured the viability of 
our species this far... I was glad to hear 
that this great tradition is continuing on 
through our representation in DC as they 
put keiki first.

7. Create a Marketing Goal Box.  Write down your favorite marketing tips on small 
pieces of paper.  Put the papers in a box and draw one out each Monday to try 
out for the week. 

8. Display workshop certificates of completion, degrees and awards to show your 
commitment to quality care. 

9. Put together a photo album/scrap book of activities and events. Keep it available 
for prospective parents to see. 

10. Wrap an informative label or business card around the candy you hand out at 
Halloween. 

11. Offer three mornings/days of free daycare at a silent auction.  Free publicity! 

12. Offer a finderôs reward for anyone who refers a client to you whose child stays 30 
days. An example can be $50 cash or a weekend of free child care. 

Accept that you will make marketing mistakes. Learn from them. 

Remember to be positive! 

Be competitive with quality characteristics! 

Be kind and courteous to parents, both current and potential, as they will be 

your word of mouth references!

Teachers let children know they care 
about them through warm, responsive, 
physical contact such as giving pats on 
the back, hugging, and holding young 
children in their laps.  For preschool age 
children, teachers can encourage mutual 
respect between children and adults by 
waiting until children finish asking ques-
tions before answering them, and by en-
couraging children to listen when others 
speak.  

In addition, the teacherôs use of positive 
guidance techniques (e.g., modeling and 
encouraging appropriate behavior, redi-
recting children to more acceptable activi-
ties, and setting clear limits) helps children 
develop trusting relationships with their 
teachers.  

In developing positive teacher-child      
relationships, it is important to remember 
to:  

ø Engage in one-to-one interactions 
with children.  

ø Get on the childôs level for face-to-
face interactions.  

ø Use a pleasant, calm voice and sim-
ple language.  

ø Provide warm, responsive physical 
contact. 

 

 

ø Follow the childôs lead and inter-
est during play. Help children under-
stand classroom expectations.  

ø Redirect children when they 
engage in challenging behavior.  

ø Listen to children and encour-
age them to listen to others.  

ø Acknowledge children for their 
accomplishments and effort.  

Why Are Positive Teacher-Child        

Relationships Important? 

Research has suggested that teacher-
child relationships play a significant role   
in influencing young childrenôs social and 
emotional development.  In studies of 
teacher-child relationships, children who 
had a secure relationship with their pre-
school and kindergarten teachers demon-
strated good peer interactions and posi-
tive relationships with teachers and peers 
in elementary school.  On the other hand, 
children who had insecure relationships 
with teachers had more difficulty interact-
ing with peers and engaged in more con-
flict with their teachers.  In addition, re-
search has shown that teachersô interac-
tion styles with children help children build 
positive and emotionally secure relation-
ships with adults.  For instance, teachersô 
smiling behaviors, affectionate words, and 
appropriate physical contact help promote 
childrenôs positive responses toward 
teachers.  Also, children whose teachers 
showed warmth and respect toward them 
(e.g., teachers who listened when children 
talked to them, made eye contact, treated 
children fairly) developed positive and 
competent peer relationships.  Moreover, 
children who had secure relationships with 
their teachers demonstrated lower levels 
of challenging behaviors and higher levels 
of competence in school.

Given the above information, if we 
ñrevisitò our hypothetical early child-
hood classroom, we might observe 
the following scenario:  

During center time, Mrs. Hannon 
heard Alan crying, while she was 
helping another child with an art 
project.  Mrs. Hannon, realizing 
that she was again feeling very 
frustrated with Alan, decided that 
she needed to develop some 
new strategies when interacting with 
him.  The next day, when Mrs. Hannon 
heard Alan coming toward the class-
room, she went out into the hallway and 
bent down to his level, greeting him 
warmly and smiling at him.  As Alan 
entered the classroom holding Mrs. 
Hannonôs hand, he did not cry; he even 
smiled.   

During circle time, Alan listened to Mrs. 
Hannon read The Very Quiet Cricket, 
and he responded when she had the 
class rub ñtheir wings togetherò by flap-
ping their arms up and down in re-
sponse to the bookôs repeated phrase 
ñNothing happened, not a sound.ò   

At the end of the day as she considered 
all that had happened, Mrs. Hannon 
was pleased with how well the day 
went for Alan.  She decided to look for 
resources on developing positive rela-
tionships with young children.  She 
found that affectionate behaviors (such 
as smiles, pats, and hugs), a calm 
voice, and truly listening to young chil-
dren help build positive relationships 
between teachers and children.  She 
realized that she was often so busy 
managing the group of children that she 
missed the individual interactions with 
them.   

The next day, when Mrs. Hannon saw 
her students coming down the hall to 
enter her classroom, she stopped talk-
ing with her assistant teacher so she 
could greet each child with a warm 
smile and welcome.   

During circle time, instead of giving 
attention to children who were not lis-
tening, Mrs. Hannon praised children 
who were listening and engaged in 
story time.  Also, when Ms. Gloria, the 
teaching assistant, did some finger 
plays with the children, Mrs. Hannon 
sat next to Alan.  After the finger plays, 
Mrs. Hannon gave Alan a high five and 
told him what a great job he did follow-
ing along with the finger plays.   

The tone in the classroom felt more 
positive, and Mrs. Hannon felt she was 
using her energy to help children be-
come engaged in classroom activities 
and enjoy their time in the classroom 
rather than using her energy to con-
stantly nag and attend to challenging 
behaviors.
